The schools mentioned in paragraph 3 shall be reimbursed
in accordance with section 12 (2) of the Act. For the
purposes of reimbursement, a separate bank account shall
be allotted to the school.

(Two) No child shall be given physical
punishment nor shall be harassed mentally.

(Three) No child shall be required to pass the
examination of any board till completion of elementary
education.

(Four) A child completing elementary education
shall be awarded a certificate in accordance with
Rule 23.

(Five) Children with disability /special needs
shall be admitted in accordance with the provisions of
the Act.




(Six) The teachers possessing minimum
eligibility in accordance with section 23(1) of the Act
shall be appointed, provided further that the teachers not
possessing minimum eligibility qualifications on the
date of commencement of the Act shall have to acquire
the minimum eligibility within a period of § years.

(Seven) A teacher shall perform his or her duties
as specified in section 24 (1) of the Act.

(Eight) The school shall ensure that a teacher is
not engaging himself or herself in private coaching.

8) The school shall follow the course created on the basis of
curriculum determined by the appropriate authority.

9) The school shall admit students compared with facilities
available in the school as provided in Section 19 of the
Act.
